           Gospel Reading: The story of the last supper in John’s gospel recalls a remarkable event not mentioned elsewhere: Jesus performs the duty of a slave, washing the feet of his disciples and urging them to do the same for one other.
                                                   John 13:1-17, 31b-35   
1Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had come to depart from this world and go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end. 2The devil had already put it into the heart of Judas son of Simon Iscariot to betray him. And during supper 3Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he had come from God and was going to God, 4got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel around himself. 5Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel that was tied around him. 6He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my feet?” 7Jesus answered, “You do not know now what I am doing, but later you will understand.” 8Peter said to him, “You will never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you have no share with me.” 9Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and my head!” 10Jesus said to him, “One who has bathed does not need to wash, except for the feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of you.” 11For he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all of you are clean.”
  
12After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table, he said to them, “Do you know what I have done to you? 13You call me Teacher and Lord—and you are right, for that is what I am. 14So if I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. 15For I have set you an example, that you also should do as I have done to you. 16Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than their master, nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them. 17If you know these things, you are blessed if you do them.”

STRIPPING OF THE ALTAR                                                                                                                                                                                                                            
 P: The chancel is filled with the symbols of our faith. Each is placed there with purpose and care. They are signs of a faith that is joyous and alive. But tonight we remember how Jesus was humiliated and suffered before his death. It is not right that the chancel remain unaffected.

As Jesus was stripped of his clothes, mocked by the soldiers, and led out to be crucified; so we strip the chancel of its life and meaning.

The offering plates are symbols of our thankfulness to God. We give because he first gave to us from the depth of his love. John said, “God so loved the world that he gave his only Son.”

Jesus goes out to offer himself for us. Take the offering plates away.
At his last supper, Jesus said to his disciples, “I have earnestly desired to eat this Passover meal with you before I suffer; for I tell you I shall not eat of it again until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” As they ate bread and drank wine, he gave the meal a new meaning. “This is my Body; 

This is my Blood.”

Our Lord goes to drink the cup of woe. Take away the bread and wine, just as he was taken away to suffer and die.

The missal stand holds the altar book for worship. John wrote, “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.”

The one we worship will be rejected. The Word of God goes to stand silent before his accusers. Remove the missal stand and altar bible.

In his life, Jesus showed us how to live as children of God. He brings brightness and joy to our lives. As he said, “I am the light of the world; he who follows me will not walk in darkness, but have the light of life.”

Our Lord goes to Calvary where the light will be snuffed out. Take the candles away.

David wrote in the Psalms, “You prepare a table before me… my cup overflows.” The altar is the banquet table where our Lord is the host. Here we are in the presence of the King—only the finest will do here. So we use fine linens on the altar. They are silent teachers that lead in worship through their symbolism.

The meal is over. Our host, our king, goes to the cross. Strip the altar bare.

The cross is lovely, simple and empty. The four Evangelists state, “They crucified him.” Jesus went out carrying his own cross, to hang there and die. His death was not lovely, his cross was not empty.

Our savior goes out to give his live as a ransom for many. He bids us to take up our cross and follow him.
